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HISTORY
The resort opened July 2, 1973 as The Holiday Casino. It became Harrah’s Las Vegas in 1992.

OVERVIEW

A hidden gem in the heart of the Las Vegas Strip, Harrah’s Las Vegas sits on 17.3 acres of land
across from Caesars Palace and adjacent to The LINQ Hotel + Experience, the High Roller
Observation Wheel and the Fly LINQ Zipline. Additionally, Harrah’s Las Vegas conveniently
offers direct access to the CAESARS FORUM Conference Center.

Following an investment of more than $200 million in 2021, Harrah’s Las Vegas features 2,542
redesigned guest rooms, a remodeled casino floor and two updated LED marquees at the north
and south entrances.

ROOMS

Following the first two renovation phases of 1,622 Valley Tower rooms in 2016 and 2018,
Harrah’s Las Vegas completed the redesign of all 2,542 rooms and suites in 2020, including
the Mountain Tower with an additional investment of $70 million.

Designed by Marnell Architecture, the reimagined guest rooms feature bold purple and blue
hues that complement the cream-colored décor, dark wood accents and contemporary fixtures.
Each room offers an oversized backlit vanity station, in addition to the backlit vanity mirror in the
modern bathroom. Guests can also enjoy stunning views of the city or the High Roller
Observation Wheel in select rooms.

Additional highlights of the suites include ceramic dark plank tile flooring, a separate living and
dining area with a wet bar and entertainment area, an oversized soaking tub and the option for
two connecting bedrooms with a king bed and two queen beds. These suites are part of the
Caesars Suites program, where guests can conveniently book more than 2,000 suites and villas

The Mountain Tower Executive Suite features a separate bedroom and living room with a full
wet bar, an entertainment area and two 55-inch HDTVs. Starting at 600 square feet, this suite
offers a luxurious bathroom with ceramic dark plank tile, a vanity and soak-in tub. Guests have
the option to expand the suite by purchasing a connecting room with two queen beds.

The 1,200-square-foot Mountain Tower Presidential Suite offers a hip, modern feel. The suite
features a bedroom with one king bed, living room, dining room, wet bar, entertainment area
with stereo system and three 55-inch HDTVs. Whether relaxing in the suite's soak-in tub or
entertaining friends in the spacious living areas, guests will experience never-ending fun in this
suite.

Measuring more than 2,000 square feet, the stylish Penthouse Suite offers all the glitz and
glamour of the city. The spacious living area has a double-sided ottoman and a full-sized bar.
The dining nook offers a Lazy Susan glass table that spins. Pops of teal and purple combined
with metallic accents give this superstar suite a stylish kick. Other features include a game
table, 49-inch HDTVs and back-to-back bathroom sinks separated by a two-way mirror.

CASINO FLOOR

Harrah’s Las Vegas offers an elegant casino floor with upgraded lighting, floor and ceiling tiling,
carpeting and modern restrooms. Upon entering the main lobby, guests can admire the
oversized ombré art piece with purple and blue hues behind the front desk. Additional design
highlights include marble floors and counters, as well as contemporary bronze columns with
wood paneling.

With more than 87,000 square feet of casino space, Harrah’s caters to every player on every
level, featuring more than 1,000 slot machines and more than 60 table games. Guests can
enjoy live keno action in the comfortable Keno lounge and parlor. Keno games are shown on
the in-room TVs, so visitors can track their numbers while relaxing in the hotel room.

CAESARS RACE & SPORTSBOOK

The recently renovated Caesars Race & Sports Book at Harrah’s Las Vegas is the ideal
destination for sports lovers. The space boasts more than 760 square feet of LED TV walls, six,
65-inch odds boards, two self-service betting kiosks and six sports betting ticket windows. The
elevated, modern design offers an inviting, lounge-like space with a variety of sofas and chairs
for sports fans to enjoy games.

MEETING SPACE

More than 24,000 square feet of flexible banquet and meeting space encompasses the Harrah’s
conference space, designed to hold one large meeting of up to 1,300 people with 12 breakouts
and an office, or a variety of small and medium-sized meetings. Harrah’s specializes in servicing
more intimate groups that require extra attention. All rooms are equipped with power outlets on
the floor, drop-down screens, full audio/visual and Internet services.

Additionally, the CAESARS FORUM Skybridge conveniently connects Harrah’s Las Vegas to
the 550,000-square-foot conference center, which offers the two largest pillarless ballrooms in
the world.
