Namesake Chilean Flamingos — along with two rescued California
Brown Pelicans, Sacred Ibis, various duck species, water turtles and many fish,
including Japanese Koi, Albino Channel Catfish, White Sturgeon and Grass Carp
— are carefully tended by experts and live on islands and streams surrounded by
sparkling waterfalls and lush foliage. Additionally, the habitat hosts daily pelican
feeding presentations at 8:30 a.m. and 2 p.m. The Flamingo Wildlife Habitat is
accredited by the Zoological Association of America and is a Certified Wildlife
Habitat by the National Wildlife Association.
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With lush tropical foliage as the backdrop, guests can enjoy the day at either of
Flamingo’s two unigue pools. The Family Pool offers an environment where
guests of all ages can soak up the Las Vegas sun and enjoy views of the lush
habitat. GO Pool caters to guests 21 and older with a cascading waterfall,
intertwining lagoons, ongoing special events and rotating resident DJs. Nineteen
private cabanas are available for reservation and include lounge chairs or
daybeds, couch seating, a TV and a cocktail server and cabana host for food and
beverage orders. Beer pong tables are available upon request at GO Pool
cabanas. The poolside Beach Club Bar & Grill is open seasonally.

Conveniently located along Flamingo’s shopping promenade, the redesigned
Spa at Flamingo Las Vegas transports guests to a relaxing tropical oasis. The
separate men’s and women’s spa facilities include three pools set at different
temperatures, a sauna, a eucalyptus steam room and a relaxation lounge with
heathy snacks.
